The SEMDEX falls to 2,385.17 (-0.3%). Market value traded (MVT) for the day 
amounts to Rs70.5m for a total volume traded of 1.9m.  

Foreign Investors (FI) are net buyers with FI Purchases (FIP) of Rs7.3m against FI Sales 
(FIS) of Rs4.7m. 

MUA extends its gains in today’s session, reaching an intraday high of Rs70.00 before 
paring gains to close at Rs69.75 (+7.3%). Value traded for the day amounts to Rs 9.3m 
with foreign purchases of Rs2.5m and foreign sales of Rs0.2m. Since the start of the 
week, MUA has added approximately Rs514m to its market capitalization, now standing 
at Rs3.9bn. The stock is currently up +16.3% year-to-date.
